Physician Orders for the Evaluation of a Suspected Stroke Patient:

  Perform rapid assessment of ABC’s

  Perform NIH Stroke Scale assessment

  Record time of onset of symptoms suspicious for stroke  (last time seen without     

        without these symptoms).

  STAT nNon-contrast CT within 25 minutes of patient arrival.

  Complete VS x1, then B/P every 15 mins.

  STAT blood draw within 25 minutes of patient arrival for the following:

· CBC
· PT and PTT
· CMP
· Glucose (can be done by fingerstick)
  Report all results within 45 minutes

  If not a tPA candidate, please document reason.

  IV Access:  NS to run at 100 cc/hr (left arm preferred)

  Insert foley catheter prior to any lytic therapy.

  No heparin, warfarin, aspirin, enoxaparin, Ticlid, Plavix or dipyridamole or other 

        anticoagulants.

  Notify Decatur Memorial Hospital ED physician of transfer.

IMPLEMENT ALL CHECKED ORDER AND BULLET-POINTED ORDERS

The goal is for all steps listed above to be performed within 45 minutes.
